b. Total evaluation/assessment of concepts applied for treatment procedures;

c. Appraisal of the various modalities involved in the day-to-day patients handling;

d. Standardization of tools/equipments utilized in treatment procedures;

e. Proper maintenance of available infrastructural facilities; and 

f. Availability of Manpower/Human Resources profiles.
